Prepare to meet these 
requirements to earn the CMA.
Hold a bachelor's degree from an accredited 

college/university or a related professional certification.

Have 2 continuous years of professional experience in 

management accounting or financial management.

Complete and pass Parts 1 and 2 of the CMA exam.

You must sit for both exam parts within 3 years of 

entering the program.

Exam results will be emailed to you approximately 

6 weeks after you've taken your test.
